 Spiritual Direction — Wisdom for the Long Walk of Faith,  
Henri Nouwen, 2006 

 

This book affirms the basic search we undertake to find meaning in our 
lives and it offers us guidance in this quest. Henri Nouwen’s previously      
published and unpublished manuscripts, class notes, homilies, etc. have been 
organized by two former associates (Michael Christensen and Rebecca Laird) 
to let him guide us on this spiritual journey. Basic universal spiritual questions 
are tackled — Who will answer my questions? Where do I begin? Who am I? 
Where have I been and Where am I going? What is prayer? Who is God for 
me? How do I hear the Word? Where do I belong? How can I be of service? 
Where do I go from here? Each of these spiritual questions is the subject of a 
chapter in the book. 

Nouwen acknowledges this journey can be extremely frustrating because 
as we go deeper into the mystery of these questions, new questions arise. To 
help us find our way across the spiritual terrain, he has us focus on three   
disciplines or practices: looking within the Heart, looking to God in the Book, 
and looking to others in the Community. Along the way, he provides us with 
insights, practices, exercises, advice, parables and stresses devotional     
readings, guided journal writing and community service.
